NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that a public hearing pursuant to Article 18-A of the New York State General Municipal Law will be held by the Town of Brookhaven Industrial Development Agency (the “Agency”) on the 18th day of July, 2016, at 10:30 a.m. local time, at the Town of Brookhaven Division of Economic Development, 2nd Floor, One Independence Hill, Farmingville, New York 11738, in connection with the following matters:

United Baking Co., Inc., a New York business corporation (the “Company”), and Uncle Wally’s LLC, a New York limited liability company (the “Sublessee”), have submitted a request to the Agency for an extension of payments-in-lieu-of-taxes benefits on an approximately 5.37 acre parcel of land located at the southwest corner of the intersection of Roned Road and Natcon Drive, Yaphank, Town of Brookhaven, Suffolk County, New York and identified as tax lot number 0200-584.00-01.00-004.021, (the “Land”) and an approximately 56,000 square foot building located thereon (the “Facility”), which Facility is used for the Company’s and Sublessee’s businesses of manufacturing gourmet muffins, cookies, and other baked goods. The Facility is owned, operated and/or managed by the Company. 
The Agency has previously acquired the Facility and will continue to sell the Facility to the Company. At the end of the sale term with respect to the Facility, the Company will purchase that Facility from the Agency. The Agency contemplates that it will provide financial assistance to the Company and the Sublessee in the form of the modification and extension of current abatements of real property taxes, consistent with the policies of the Agency.

A representative of the Agency will, at the above-stated time and place, hear and accept written comments from all persons with views in favor of or opposed to either the proposed financial assistance to the Company and the Sublessee or the location or nature of the Facility.  At the hearing, all persons will have the opportunity to review the application for financial assistance filed by the Company and the Sublessee with the Agency and an analysis of the costs and benefits of the proposed Facility.
